Remove partially assembled linen cart from shipping container/box.

Included with the sub-assembly are the required heights/vertical
pipes. Install pipes onto the frames, securing with the }2" screws. The
shelves should be assembled in the same order they are banded
together.

ONCE ASSEMBLED, PROCEED TO THE FOLLOWING STEPS.

Step 2
Casters:
Insert the casters into the female fittings and secure with %" stainless steel screws.

Step 3
Cart Cover:

Drape the linen cover over the cart frame ensuring that the buttons and Velcro opening corresponds with the
snaps on the frame. Secure. The Velcro enclosure should allow the user to open and close the cover easily.

Step 4
Handles:

Install the handles into the 4-Way and Cross fittings and secure with the additional /4" screws.
